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I N T R O D U C I N G . . .

Mikron Orbiter is modeled after the effects of the Eminent 310 Unique electronic organ: chorus, 
tremolo and ensemble. Of which the ensemble effect is the most famous, in large part because 
it is not only the Eminent Unique that uses it. The strings of the Eminent organ were such a hit 
with musicians at the time that the ensemble section was reused to form the core of the Solina 
String Ensemble (rebranded in the United States as the ARP String Ensemble). A golden move. 
The synthesizer became so popular that it was used by almost every band in the seventies, from 
Pink Floyd to Herbie Hancock. And not just the seventies, in later decades it can be also heard 
on many albums. The Cure, Kim Wilde, Abba, Brian Eno, Air and Gorillaz are just a few of its 
notable users.

While we tried to recreate the sound of the original effects as accurate as possible, we added a 
few knobs to make them more versatile. You can control the width of the stereo field and mix 
between a dry and a wet signal. Furthermore, you can change the depth and rate that in the 
original organ were fixed.

When you leave the knobs Depth and Rate in their default settings, you get a close 
approximation of the original Eminent/Solina sound. However, changing these values can be 
great to create a little variation for different instruments you run through the effect. After all, 
you are not limited to the few basic sounds that came with the organ.

A last difference: you can make a smooth transition between the different modes, like the 
transition of the effects of a Leslie speaker. A feature that is so convenient that it makes us 
wonder why the makers of the Eminent didn’t add it.

T H E M I K R O N S E R I E S

The 112dB Mikron series is all about simplicity. We believe that too many features can stand in 
the way of the creative process. Simply said: more features also means more tweaking and 
having to delve into all kind of technical details. And that often distracts you from what it’s al 
about: creating music. You really don’t need that many knobs to get a great sound. The effect 
pedals for guitars are a perfect example of this. Their limited functionality is more than 
compensated by their fun to use. Or do you really believe that Jimi Hendrix and Kurt Cobain 
would have made better music if they just had these few extra knobs on their stompboxes? 
Limitations often inspire creativity instead of blocking it.

To make sure you are running the latest version of Mikron Orbiter please visit our Product Updates 
page at www.112dB.com/download/mikron/orbiter and download the latest installer for your 
operating system.

B .  P L U G I N I N S TA L L AT I O N
Mikron Orbiter comes in the form of a single installer for all available plugin formats: VST3, AAX, 
and Audio Units.

M A C O S X

1. Double click the Mikron Orbiter Installer.
pkg file to start the installer. If everything 
goes as expected, you will now see the 
welcome screen shown on the right.

2. You might want to have a quick look at 
the readme, as it may contain important 
last-minute information that was not 
available at the time of writing. 

3. You will be asked to agree to the terms of 
the license agreement.

4. The installer installs all plugin formats 
(VST3, AAX, and Audio Units) by default.

5.. You will be prompted for your Mac 
password to complete the installation.

6. If the installer detects you haven’t activated your license yet, the 112dB License Manager will be 
started.

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W I N D O W S

1. Double click the Mikron Orbiter Installer.exe file to run the setup program.

Windows might give you the following warning: 
‘Microsoft Defender SmartScreen prevented an 
unrecognized app from starting. Running this app might 
put your PC at risk’
No need to worry, this simply means that the installer is 
too new to be recognized by Microsoft Defender yet. We 
can assure you that we’re not in the habit of putting 
malware in our plugins, so if you downloaded the installer 
from our website, you can safely ignore this. Click on 
‘More info’. Make sure that 112dB is mentioned as 
Publisher. Then click ‘Run Anyway’.
Depending on your system settings, you now might get 
another message: ‘Do you want to allow this app to make changes to your device?’ Click ‘yes’ to 
continue with the installation.

2. If everything goes as expected, you will now see 
the welcome screen shown on the left.

3. In the next step you will be asked to agree to 
the terms of the license agreement.

4. The installer installs all plugin formats (VST3 and 
AAX) by default.

5. When Mikron Orbiter has been installed, Setup 
is complete and you may click the Finish button. 
By default ‘Start the 112dB License Manager’ will 
be selected. Keep it selected if you haven’t 
activated your license yet, and want to activate it 
now. If you already have a license installed, you 
can deselect it.

6. You might want to have a quick look at the 
readme, that was installed in \Program 
Files\112dB\Mikron Orbiter, as it may contain 
important last-minute information that was not 
available at the time of writing. 
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C .  A U T H O R I Z I N G T H E P L U G I N
With your purchase or demo download you should have received an email containing a license file 
(in the form of an XML-document). Save this file to your computer. 

The 112dB License Manager will be started 
automatically after the installation is finished. Drag 
and drop your license file on the License Manager 
window. Or alternatively click on ‘locate license...’ , 
navigate to the folder where you saved the license 
file, select it, and click ‘Open’. You can decide to skip 
this step, and activate your license later from within 
the plugin.

F R O M D E M O T O P E R M A N E N T L I C E N S E

To replace a demo license with a permanent license, 
first save the permanent XML license from your 
purchase confirmation email to your computer. Open the 112dB License Manager (see ‘Where can I 
find the License Manager?’ below). Drag and drop your license file on the license manager window 
to activate Mikron Orbiter. Or alternatively, click on ‘locate license...’ , navigate to the folder where 
you saved the license file, select it, and click ‘Open’. In your License Overview you will now see 
‘perpetual’ instead of a specific expiry date for Mikron Orbiter under ‘Expiration Date’ .

For this reason the license is attached in 
both text (.xml) and zipped (.zip) formats. If you receive an error message saying that the 112dB 
Mikron Orbiter .xml license is invalid or corrupt, the most likely cause is that it got corrupted during 
email transfer. In this case please save the 112dB Mikron Orbiter License.zip attachment to your 
computer instead, unzip the file (this will produce a 112dB Mikron Orbiter License .xml file) and try 
authorizing again.

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B A S I C S

The Mikron Orbiter user interface has been designed to be as intuitive and easy to operate as 
possible.  There are functions that might not be immediately obvious, however, and could use 
some explanation.:

R E S I Z E

To change the size of the GUI,  you can drag at 
the corner of the plugin window, but you can 
also right (cmd)-click anywhere on the plugin 
interface and select your size of choice in the 
pop-up window that will appear.

T O O LT I P S

Hovering over any item of the interface brings up 
a floating tooltip window with a brief description 
of that control’s function.  If you want to disable 
this function, right (cmd)-click anywhere on the 
plugin interface and deselect ‘Show tooltips’ in 
the pop-up window that will appear.

N U M E R I C A L  E N T R Y

Turning a knob or hovering over it will change 
the name below the knob into it’s value. 
Clicking on this number will open a small edit 
window that allows you to change this value  
by typing in a new one  To dispose of the edit 
window either hit <Enter> or click anywhere 
outside it.

R E S E T T O  D E FA U LT  V A L U E

<Ctrl>-clicking knobs and sliders will reset them to their default value. 

F I N E T U N E

Cmnd-click-drag makes very small moves with the knob possible. 
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M I D I  A U T O M AT I O N

All knobs can be controlled by an external MIDI keyboard or MIDI controller.  To assign a MIDI 
control simply right- (cmd-)click on the knob you want to connect and and a window will pop 
up: ‘Start MIDI learn’. 

Click on this window, and move the 
control on your external MIDI 
keyboard or controller that you want 
to assign to this knob. If everything 
goes as expected, you will now see 
the knob moving when you move the 
control on your MIDI keyboard. Right-
click (ctrl-click) on the control again 
and click  ‘Stop MIDI learn’. Do you 
want to detach the knob again? Right (ctrl)-click on the knob, and choose: ‘Detach from midi 
automation’
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P R E S E T S

Mikron Orbiter comes with a set of carefully selected factory presets, and of course, there is an 
option to add your own presets as well.  The name of the currently selected preset is displayed in 
the preset display at the top of the plugin.

For quick access to presets there’s the preset menu: a drop-down list of presets you can scroll 
through. Clicking on the preset name will open up a menu. At the top of it you will find two items: 
Factory Presets, and User Presets. Factory Presets contains the presets that come with the plugin. 
They can’t be altered. Under User Presets you will find the presets that you added yourself. Those 
you can change in any way you like.

Clicking on ‘User Presets’ or ‘ Factory Presets’ brings up a complete list of currently loaded presets, 
optionally organized by category, from which you can select a new preset. The currently selected 
preset is shown with a a checkmark (√) in front of it, as are the category folders in which it resides. 

Alternatively you can use the prev/next buttons next to the preset menu to move one preset up or 
down

C R E AT I N G A P R E S E T

So you found a great new setting that you want to save as a preset. Use ‘save’ to save it under the 
current name (the name that is shown in the display). ‘Save as’ gives you the option to choose a 
different name and/or a different location for your preset.

O R G A N I Z I N G P R E S E T S

Clicking on ‘Show User Preset Folder’ will open a file manager window of your computer. If you 
want to delete a preset or change its name, you can do it here. You can also add subfolders, or 
anything else you would do in the file manager. After you are done select ‘Rescan Presets’ from 
the drop down menu to see you changes reflected in the menu.

L O A D

This enables you to load presets from a different location than your User Preset Folder.

S E T A S D E FA U LT

This sets the current preset as the default preset Mikron Orbiter will start up with.

E X C H A N G I N G  P R E S E T S

You created a preset on another computer or want to use some presets that someone else 
made? No problem. The only thing you need to do is to save these preset(s) in the User Presets 
folder on your computer. If you haven’t changed the location of this folder, it can be found in /
Documents/112dB/Mikron Orbiter

Or if you just want to have a quick look at a preset, use ‘Load’ in the preset menu, go to the place 
where you saved your presets, select a preset, and click ‘open’. Note that you have to save this 
preset to your User Presets if you want it to show up in the preset menu .
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T H E  K N O B S

D E P T H ( 0  -  2 0 0 % )

Sets the modulation depth of the delay times. Set at 100% the 
modulation depth equals the depth of the effects of the Eminent 310 
Unique. In other words: the actual depth depends on the mode you are 
in, chorus, ensemble or tremolo.

R AT E ( 0  - 2 0 0 % )

Sets the speed of the LFO. Set at 100% the rate equals the rate of the 
effects of the Eminent 310 Unique. In other words: the actual rate 
depends on the mode you are in, chorus, ensemble or tremolo. 

M O D E ( O F F ,  C H O R U S ,  E N S E M B L E ,  T R E M O L O )

Determines the mode of the Orbiter. Modeled after the effects that can 
be found on the Eminent 310 Unique organ. The ensemble effect has 
also been used in the Solina String Ensemble (or the ARP String

Ensemble as it was called for the American market). Later versions of these instruments have a 
slightly different version of the effect. The original string ensemble however is generally 
considered superior.

Mode ‘Off’ might seem not to be useful at first sight, but is added to enable you to make a 
smooth transition from Off to Chorus,Ensemble and 
Tremolo and in reverse, comparable to the smooth 
transition between effects of a Leslie speaker.

The back and forward knobs are meant to make 
Mikron Orbiter easier to use with an external 
controller. A push on the button will enable you to 
switch between modes.

>  moves the mode of the Orbiter one up.

<  moves the mode of the Orbiter one down.
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S T E R E O ( 0 - 1 0 0 % )

Controls the width of the stereo field.

M I X ( 0 - 1 0 0 % )

Allows you to mix between a dry and a wet signal

O N / O F F

This button at the bottom right gives you an easy way to 
bypass Mikron Orbiter. When the light is on, the effect is 
applied to the signal. When it is off, the effect is disabled.
